She got up around 12.30 a.m. in order to take a breath c fresh air outside when *he apotted some bright flickerix light in the sky in a Westerly direction. She called me when I joined her and started watching vil a pair of 8 x 30 binoculars. I apotted then a vide open triangle of what I took to be "atara", until, a few mini later, 1 noticed that these had moved to form a line. The one to the right atarted moving avay while blinking very brightly.

Then folloved during vell over a half hour some strange

"cavalcade", one "atar" suddenly becoming extremely bri8 during a second and then being "svitched off", until it appeared again a little vay out and the same game starti again and again.

Nothing happened during the tvo following nights in spii of our careful vatch.

Last night, our attention vas first focuased by a stranl "Splendour", remaining quite steady behind a line of tri while, overhead, these vere tvo bright lights, vith some kind of "bridge" betveen them ... After a while, ve observed again the sudden appearance very bright lights of very briet duration, at times coup with the appearance of small luminous clouda. Ve retired after about an hour watching and, when I caz back to have a look around 3 a.m., both the "Splendour" and the "Twins" had disappeared. No noise of any kind vas observed, contrary to several previous obaervationa ve had in Belgium, when UFO's se( to be associated with some very low pitch humming.
