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Success is the continued expansion of happiness and realization of worthy goals. It includes good health, energy and zest for life, fulfilling relationships, creative freedom, emotional and physical stability and a sense of well being and peace of mind
1. LAW OF PURE POTENTIALITY

Our internal reference is our spirit, not people outside of us who force us to seek for approval. When we experience power of the self, fear disappears, also the struggle for approval and power disappear. If, instead, our reference is our ego, our social mask, we depend on approval, which is fear based.  Self power is permanent, it draws to you the situations that support your desires.

To access creativity in pure consciousness practice: daily silence, meditation and non judgement, don’t judge anything that occurs as good or bad. Go beyond the turbulent internal dialogue to connect with the infinite creative mind.
2. LAW OF GIVING

You must give and receive to keep wealth and affluence. If you want love, give love. If you want joy, give joy. Learn to give that what you seek. When you meet someone, give them a blessing, happiness and joy.
3. LAW OF KARMA – CAUSE AND EFFECT

When you make a choice, ask yourself if it will bring joy to you and people around you. If you feel discomfort, it’s not the right choice.  When something unpleasant happens, transform your karma into a desirable experience by asking yourself what is the universe trying to tell me?  This is the seed of opportunity that ties with your purpose or dharma

4. THE LAW OF LEAST EFFEORT

Least effort expands when actions are motivated by love. If you seek money or power, you spend energy chasing the illusions of happiness instead of enjoying happiness in the present moment. Attention to the ego, seeking for approval from others consumes a huge amount of energy. When, instead, your internal reference is your spirit you are immune to criticism, unfearful of any challenge and you can use energy for the purpose of evolution.

Most of our energy is wasted in upholding our importance. If we are capable of losing some of this importance, it will free our energy to catch a glimpse of the grandeur of the universe.

It has 3 components: 1) Acceptance: Today I will accept people and events as they occur. If you struggle against the moment you’re struggling against the Universe’s plans for you.  If you’re upset about a person or a situation, you’re really reacting to your feelings about the person or the situation. Your feelings are not someone else’s fault. When you realize this, you take responsibility for how you feel and you can change it   2) Responsibility: Not blaming anyone for your situation, including yourself. Tyrants and enemies are your teachers. Whatever relationship you have attracted into your life is just the one you need at this moment 3) Defenselessness: Relinquish the need to convince others of your point of view. This is a tremendous waste of energy. If you experience lifewith these 3 principles, life flows with effortless ease
5. LAW OF INTENTION AND DESIRE

Whatever you put attention into will grow stronger in your life. Intention triggers transformation of energy. Intention is desire without attachment to the outcome. Desire is attention with attachment. Intention with detachment leads to life-centered present moment awareness. When you are in this state, imaginary obstacles disappear As long as your attention is in the present, your intent in the future will manifest. You must accept the present as it is and intend the future.
Follow 5 steps: 1) Center yourself in the silent space between thoughts 2) introduce the intention 3) Remain in the awareness of your true self and don’t share your desires with others 4) enjoy every moment of the journey even if you don’t know the outcome 5) allow the universe to handle details for you
Make a list of your desires and look at it before you go to bed and when you wake up. Release this list to the universe and trust that if plans don’t go my way, it’s because the Universe has even larger plans for me
6.  LAW OF DETACHMENT

In detachment lies the wisdom of uncertainty. In the wisdom of uncertainty lies the freedom from our past, from the known, which is the prison of past conditioning. When we surrender to the unknown, we surrender to the creative mind that orchestrates the universe.

In order to acquire anything in the physical universe, you have to relinquish your attachment to it. You don’t have to give up the intention or the desire, just your attachment to the result. Attachment is based on fear and insecurity. The need for security is based on not knowing the true self. Chasing symbols creates anxiety, makes you feel hollow because you exchange your Self for the symbols of your Self.

Attachment comes from poverty consciousness, is always attachment to symbols. Detachment is based on wealth consciousness. Attachment brings helplessness, hopelessness, trivial concerns, quiet desperation, features of everyday mediocre existence based on poverty consciousness.

Search for security is attachment to the known. The known is our past, there’s no evolution in that. When there’s no evolution, there’s stagnation and decay. Uncertainty is the fertile ground of creativity and freedom. Without uncertainty and the unknown, life is the stale repetition of outworn memories.

When you’re attached,  your intentions get locked into a rigid mindset which interferes with the process of creation. The Law of Detachment accelerates the process of evolution. This state of alertness, preparation in the present in the field of uncertainty meets with your goal and allows you to seize the opportunity. Good luck is when opportunity meets preparation. When the two meet with an alert witnessing of the chaos, a solution emerges that will be of evolutionary benefit for you and this around you
7. THE LAW OF DHARMA OR PURPOSE IN LIFE

We are spirits that have taken a physical manifestation to fulfill a purpose. There is something that you can do better than anyone else in the world.  There are 3 components: 1) Each of us is here to discover our true self and express our divinity 2) we are here to express our unique talents and lose track of time when we do so 3) we do it as service to Humanity.

Instead of asking “What’s in it for me?” ask “How can I help?”.

First step is to find my higher self thru spiritual practice. Second is to discover my unique talents. Third is to find out how to best serve Humanity. Ask yourself: If money and time were no objections, what would you do? Make a list of your unique talents and then list all the things that I love to do while expressing my unique talents
