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into readily understandable laws which need very little analysis or understanding. This is what we are trying to prove in the question of electrons.

Having satisfied ourselves on this point, we will leave the explanation of the revolution of the Earth in orbit round the Sun until later, so as to keep to the point. We will now see how things are created in the Universo out of nothing.

We said that God, being an isotro i~c lino, can be regarded

a system of axes, from which an infinite number of lines go out in all directions. As the centre of this a is is everywhere, we can regard the whole Universe as its centre. The fact'that the unes of force are consequently unable to escape from the ubiquitous centre and are always encompassed by the Being of God, makes Him an Immancnt figure.
